· Inflexible and formalistic

· The pre-classical period:  250 BC – 27 BC

· New legal system introduced by praetor peregrinus: Ius Gentium
· Between foreigners and Roman citizens

· Flexibility

· Lack of formalism

· The classical period:  27 BC – AD 284

· Difference between system gradually disappeared

· Roman law surpassed legal systems of other civilisations

· The post-classical period:  AD 284 – AD 565

· Legal system deteriorated

· Vulgar law

· Law simplified

· Towards end: New interest in classical law

· AD 533: Codification by Justinian – Corpus Iuris Civilis
