3.1 CHARACTERISTICS OF ADMINISTRATIVE-LAW RELATIONSHIP:
- At least on legal subject must exercise authority / power.
- The position of power must be authorized government / state authority. 

   Can ( have government - government vertical relationship where on is a lower ranked official - but still 

   remains public-law relationship. 

3.2 DISTINCTION BETWEEN GENERAL & INDIVIDUAL RELATIONSHIP:

Administrative-Law relationship: → General relationship




      → Individual relationship

3.2.1 The General / Objective Relationship:
- Legal rules apply to all subjects within a particular group.
- Rules applied objectively.

- e.g. Aliens Control Act → applicable to all aliens entering S.A.

- The general relationship is created, changed or ended by legislation.

- ( cannot be created by decision of director-general of home affairs.

3.2.2 The Individual / Subjective Relationship:

- Legal rules apply to specifically identified subjects.

- Rules applied subjectively, content varies from case to case. 

- e.g. Decision to withdraw visa.

- The individual decision is created by individual administrative decisions.

- ( not affected by general legislation unless amending Act specifically states so.
