How the pass MNP2601 in 2018 with the 6th edition 
Dear MNP2601-student 
Repeating a module is always challenging and you have to realise that whatever caused you to fail the module previously must be managed differently this year.  My advice to students repeating a module is always that they should drastically change the way in which they had studied the module previously.  This could even imply redoing your study notes. Face the facts:  your previous study method did not help you to succeed.  This year will be the only year that we will accommodate both the 6th and 7th editions of the prescribed book. Students studying from either the 6th or the 7th edition will be able to answer the assessment questions. This round, make sure that you empower yourself to pass this module with good marks – it IS possible.  Remember that discussions on myUnisa (the myUnisa forum for the entire group and the e-tutor forum) will refer to the 7th edition.  To follow these discussions and participate, you will have to find the relevant sections in the 6th edition.  Keep in mind that the chapter numbers and headings of the 6th and 7th are basically the same (however, some subheading numbers have changed and in some chapters the content has been reshuffled and drastically changed).  Keep in mind that a new edition is usually developed when substantial changes and improvements are made to a previous edition.  Thus, when you will be talking to students studying from the 7th edition (or during discussions on myUnisa with e-tutors or on the module site) you might find that sections are named differently or that some sections have been added (or deleted).  The guidelines below will guide you through the relevant chapters. 
So, let’s start…..
You will have in front of you now TL101_2018, TL101_2017, TL201_2017, Prescribed book 2011 (6th edition), Studyguide (SG) 2018 and MO Letter 2017.  This is a lot of paper on your desk indeed.  I suggest you have the book, TL101_2018, MO 2017 and SG 2018 in front of you.  You will see that SG2018 is an updated version of MO2017.  I will take you through the respective chapters as I suggest you approach them in 2018 with a 6th edition on hand. In my opinion, the prescribed book should always be the main document you study from!

	Chapter 1 (6th edition)

Any chapter 1 of a prescribed book is important and needs extra time to master.  Plan that you have more than double the number of hours available to master the content. 

Study the glossary in TL101_2018 in conjunction with chapter 1.

MO 2017 (lecturer notes) will guide you through chapter 1 in the 6th edition.  However, also read the lecturer notes on chapter 1 in SG2018.  

In MO2017 I indicated the overlaps in the prescribed book (6th ed) on the purchasing cycle (1.4 in 6th edition) and the purchasing portfolio (1.5 in the 6th edition).  This has been addressed in the 7th edition.  My advice when using the 6th edition in 2018:  study the purchasing cycle from the 6th edition in chapter 3 and the purchasing portfolio from chapter 4 (where it is called the strategic sourcing matrix).

For the rest – study the entire chapter 1 and the glossary in TL101 and you will be sufficiently equipped to do any assessment based on chapter 1. 
 




	Chapter 2 (6th edition)

Chapter 2 remained fairly the same.  If you study the whole of chapter 2 (6th edition) you would be able to answer all assessment questions based on chapter 2.  

Use the 6th edition, MO2017 (lecturer notes on chapter 2) and SG2018 (lecturer notes on chapter 2) when studying chapter 2. 

Note that in figure 12.1 (6th edition) the right-hand side of the figure used incorrect terminology.  Always remember that top management does long-term planning on a strategic level, while middle management does medium-term planning on a tactical level and finally, lower management does short-term planning on an operational level.  Keep in mind when studying section 2.2.3 (6th edition). 



	Chapter 3 (6th edition)

You will be adequately equipped of you study chapter 3 from the 6th edition.  

You can follow MO2017 (lecturer notes on chapter 3) (I have addressed how the duplication of the purchasing process should be approached – see chapter 1 above) and SG2018 (lecturer notes on chapter 3).  




	Chapter 4 (6th edition) 

Study the whole of chapter 4 (6th edition).

Although some sections have been changed in the 7th edition, you will still be able to participate in discussions and do the assessments. 




	Chapter 5 (6th edition)

In order to be equally equipped to students studying from the 7th edition, you will need to study chapter 5 together with the explanation I provided of the weighted average method in MO2017 (see lecturer notes on chapter 5).

You need not study section 5.1 nor figure 5.1 in the 6th edition. 



	Chapter 6 (6th edition)

Chapter 6 remains in essence similar in the two editions – although some examples have been added and more recent information integrated. 

Study in conjunction with SG2018 (see lecturer notes on chapter 6).



	Chapter 7 (6th edition)

Certain parts of chapter 7 have been reshuffled and the numbering of headings has also changed in the 7th edition.

Thus to be able to follow in the 6th edition, it is suggested to approach chapter 7 using the lecturer note on chapter 7 in SG2018.  By doing that, you will be adequately equipped to answer all assessment questions.    




	Chapter 8 (6th edition)

This chapter differs considerably between the two editions.
  
My advice to you studying from the 6th edition only would be to focus on chapter 8 in the 6th edition.  

The lecturer notes on chapter 8 in SG2018 might be confusing, whereas the lecturer notes on chapter 8 in MO2017 would also be misleading in terms of what is expected of you.

Study the whole of chapter 8 for multiple choice, descriptive and case study questions.  Thus no sections can only be studied for MCQs as was previously the case. 

From my side, as the lecturer, I will ensure that students studying from either the 6th or the 7th edition will be able to answer any assessment in 2018.  



	Chapter 9 (6th edition)

Since chapter 9 in the 7th edition has also undergone some meaningful changes and value-adding additions, it would suffice for assessment purposes in 2018 if you study chapter 9 in detail. 

Consult SG2018 for the lecturer’s notes on chapter 9.  You should be able to follow in the 6th edition.  



	Chapter 15 (6th edition)

Study the whole of chapter 15 from the 6th edition.  You would be able to follow the lecturer notes on chapter 15 in either MO2017 or SG2018. 



	Chapter 16 (6th edition)

Study the whole of chapter 16 from the 6th edition in conjunction with the lecturer notes on chapter 16 in SG2018.  (PS: If you repeat the module, the example will be familiar.)



	[bookmark: _GoBack]Chapter 17 (6th edition)

Chapter 17 does not form part of the learning content for 2018.  No need to study chapter 17.
