Thulamela:

Initially Thulamela was a prosperous state where the community lived in harmony with each other and with the environment. This was the result of efficient management by the people who governed Thulamela. In order to govern efficiently and to provide for the needs of community, the rulers distributed governing functions amongst themselves.

The different authority figures had different governing functions and these covered the following areas:

1. Development of new idea
2. Making rules for society and  adapting them to changing circumstances
3. The authority figures that were tasked with aspect of government were members of community and their ideas and rules had to be supported by the community and had to be beneficial to the community.
4. These included agriculture, defence, education, water, housing provision, protection.
5. They also ensured that all the rules of society were adhered to and that the new ideas were implemented.
The story of Thulamela tells us that people cannot live in isolation or on their own.  In order to be effective and efficient, governing functions had to be distributed, work had to be delegated, authority figures had to be elected (from the community), resources had to be shared, people had to have trust and respect and, services had to be provided using minimum resources to obtain maximum benefit.
The story of Thulamela forms the basis of today's society and government interactions.  Look at the government in South Africa.  The South African Society through the process of elections has given the government power to act on society’s behalf.  The government in turn through effective and efficient service delivery provides society with various services such as education & culture, health, welfare & housing, protection, environment & conservation and wealth creation.

Society on the other hand, is obligated to respect and abide by the laws of the country, and uphold the constitution. Society also had the right to expect government to provide a safe and developed environment in which they can live and progress.
